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SHORT COURSE
The CEL Short Course is a stepping stone for riders looking to progress from beginner
and regional events to the Canadian Enduro League. The Short Course is SHORTER not
EASIER. That is, the Short Course is still physically demanding and technical.
The Short Course race course is typically 3-4 stages instead of the full 5 - 6. Short
Course riders are not permitted to ride the other stages until the conclusion of the race.

AID STATION
There will be an aid station on the course located in the expo area.
Athletes must be fully self-sufficient at all times during course inspection and racing.
Food/Water caches/stashes are forbidden. Athletes found stashing food/water will be
disqualified.
