Training/Course Inspection
● Training is open SATURDAY FROM10AMTO7:00 PM
● Shuttling is NOT Permitted on Friday, June 14th from 12 pm to Sunday June

16th at 5:00 pm.
● Full Face Helmets aremandatory during Saturday training
● Riders are NOT permitted to free-ride off of designated trails.

○ This includes course cutting off of themain trail, or hiking/riding other
terrain other than the established race course.

○ If “cheat/cut lines” appear, we risk having the stage being dropped from
the course. PLEASEDONOTCUT THECOURSE!

● No hiking up the bike trails. DONOT stop or hike on the trail. If youwant to take
a closer look at a line, pull to the side of the trail.

● There is limited first-response andmedical coverage, know your limits, ride
within them.

MINOR INJURIES

● Full FaceMANDATORY for ALL riders. Please view our helmet policy inside of the

2024 Rulebook found here. All competitors must wear a helmet
purchased/manufacturedwithin the last three years.

● Knee pads are strongly recommended. So are gloves, elbow pads, eye protection
and back braces.

COURSE INFORMATION
Important Information:

● Athletes must follow "TRANSFER 0" to access “STAGE #1”, failure to follow this
route will result in disqualification.

● All athletes must follow the transfer climbs explicitly. I.e. If the route specifies a
climb trail, youmust take it.

● Athletes must obey all traffic laws and cross only at controlled crossings.
● Athletes are not permitted to deviate from the course route, including transfers.
● The short course is 3 stages only.

COURSE RELEASEANDTRAILMANAGEMENT
● Course Releases happen on Thursday or Friday.

● This course is difficult - experts only.
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SHORT COURSE
The CEL Short Course is a stepping stone for riders looking to progress from beginner
and regional events to the Canadian Enduro League. The Short Course is SHORTER not
EASIER. That is, the Short Course is still physically demanding and technical.
The Short Course race course is typically 3 stages instead of the full 5 - 6. Short Course
riders are not permitted to ride the other stages until the conclusion of the race.

AID STATION
The Aid Station will be at the top of 2 Cents midway up the shuttle road.

Athletes must be fully self-sufficient at all times during course inspection and racing.
Food/Water caches/stashes are forbidden. Athletes found stashing food/water will be
disqualified.
